Welcome and Introductions: Denise Tidman

Treasurer's Report: Budget report as per the minutes of last meeting. Approval of Treasurer's Report: Tara Houle moved, Martina Redman 2nd. CARRIED

Balances to the end of April are $29,909.69 in General and $11,486.61 in Gaming.
Communication Report: Email issue fixed. Confirmation of OK re: direct emailing to come from Wendy ASAP. Thanks to Sandra for creating the newsletter that has gone out several months in a row.

Principal's Report: TTFM Survey (Tell them for Me): Snapshot/National Survey results all about kids' interests, scholastics, screentime, acivities etc. Wendy will email it out.

Code of Conduct for school has not changed, but it is available for parents to provide feedback every year. It will be attached to the  school website – it applies to all middle schools in the district. 

Busy time at the school, staffing, layoffs, year end activities, Grade 8 exams, farewells, awards, etc. Lots of preparation for grade 8s transition into high school. All activities are listed on the calendar.

Of note:

· Canoe launch June 5. Curtis Henry led the carving process. Escorted by CS Police to Tod Inlet. All students to take part in the launch.

· Film Debut on “What is Culture”: Dano Underwood, filmmaker, artist in residence led students: it will be shown at school on Thurs. May 28

· Grade 5 parents' night; includes Instrument Petting Zoo. For parents of kids enrolled in band.

· Outdoor Adventure FAAS (Grade 8 elective). Kayaking and hiking and camping from Tod Inlet to Goldstream and back.

Wendy attended Mental Health Day at SJ Willis. Focus on developmental assets and resiliency factors. Consideratiom given to issues of Anxiety ----> Depression ----> suicidal ideation. Report available to parents on ways to support mental health. (Reference: McLeary Centre Support) Website URL to come.

School Planning Day outcomes: Game Plan for achieving  priority needs as identified:

· Social /emotional

· Collaboration time to reduce issues of teachers working in isolation

· Models of support

· Basic Learning

· Respect / responsibility / resourcefulness

Working towards creating a Bayside School Garden based on model created by Green Thumbs at School (Vancouver). Important for food literacy, food security, mental health, etc. Details available in booklet; more information to come at next PAC.

COPAC Report: Tara Houle reported that Parent Education nights identified as a priority in the Parents' Survey earlier in the year.  COPAC sponsored a Math workshop with Dr. Craigen held in late April – evolution of the curriculum, weakness, revised math curriculum. Math fundamentals are further behind; looking to delayeven more. Bayside Michael Veronneau videotaped and will make the video available to all parents at no charge. Request that it be posted to Vimeo for parents' ease of access.

Fundraising Report: Coffee fundraiser as a second fundraiser for the library book racks. Level Ground Coffee sales for Fathers Day.

Grade Seven parents French Immersion parents will organize fundraising for the Quebec trip. (Note: Non FI students are allowed to attend the trip if desired.) Cost of the trip is $2,200 per child.Discussion about accommodations/exchange program.

Monk Office Supply fundraiser requires volunteers. PAC website will ask for help on the morning of delivery (early Sept) via the PAC email.

Discussion of final wording of the Request for Funds Form. Tara to finalize and 'publish'.

Grade 8 Farewell Report: Planning process is going well. Discussion on reimbursement method.
Grade 5 Parent night: Denise to do a welcome from the PAC, encourage involvement. 

New business:
BCCPAC: We are currently members of School District PAC (COPAC) and Provincial PAC (BCPAC). Bill 11 Legislation will impact the school planning and parents' role in it. Discussion at next meeting. 

Proposed Budget for coming year: Discussion about the budget to be presented and approved at the AGM.  Alice Bacon moved to change ''Earthquake Kits'' line item to ''Emergency Preparedness'' , to move item from Gaming account to the regular account, and to increase the budget to $2,000. Tara Houle 2nd. CARRIED.   Denise Tidman suggested PAC look at possible Legacy Project up to $10,000. Ideas to be reviewed at future meetings.  Discussion of end of year celebration: concerns about it being too busy this year. Martina Redman moved that PAC host a a year end celebration at the end of 2016 school year. Lize Glynn 2nd. CARRIED.

Special funding requests:  Bayside Christmas store: Denise Tidman recommends that discussion be moved to the next meeting, not discuss Christmas in May.

Young Readers Book Collection: $400 towards book purchases. Approved subject to clarification that it isn't “standard curriculum material”.
